Benjamin also coordinates the 
LCMS GEO (Globally Engaged in Outreach) missionaries who serve in the region.

Benjamin is from Albuquerque, N.M., where his home congregation is Christ Lutheran 
Church. He received his B.A. in music with an emphasis in education and a 
minor in worship arts from Concordia University Irvine in Irvine, Calif. 
Benjamin enjoys playing volleyball, drinking good coffee, traveling 
and cooking. He also sings in a band and writes distinctly Lutheran 
music for the church.

Rebecca is from Highgate, Vt. She received a B.A. in philosophy 
from Wheaton College in Wheaton, Ill., and an M.A. in humanities 
from Anglo-American University in Prague, Czech Republic. She 
worked as a missionary teacher at the Christian International School of 
Prague from 2011–2021, where she taught literature and Bible classes. She 
continues to mentor teachers there while building relationships in her new home of Havířov.
